(POE) support. This means that expanding 
coverage to connect more users or to cover 
more space can quickly become time-
consuming, labor-intensive, and complicated.

Mesh Wi-Fi allows you to connect and build 
out a network of APs without the need for 
additional cabling.

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What is Mesh WI-FI?

A mesh is a set of access points that work together to 
extend coverage over a broader area. By connecting a 
primary access point (AP) to your Internet router, you 
can simply power up satellite APs that automatically 
link to the primary AP. The APs communicate with each 
other to provide a single extended network or “mesh”.  
This means there is no loss of bandwidth, so coverage is 
as strong as if you were right next to the primary AP.

And Mesh Wi-Fi makes it easy to add more APs as your 
business grows and manage them all from a smart 
phone or computer.
